London

1. London is the capital of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and the centre of the
Commonwealth. It lays on either side of the River Thames. The population of
London is 6,904,600, the area is 1,579 s q km. London is more than two thousand
years old. The city was once the largest industrial, commercial, and political hub ofa
wealthy and extensive empire. It is the United Kingdom's main centre of population,
commerce and culture and the largest port in England. The heart of the capital is the
City. The City is London's financial and commercial heartland. The area of the City is
only about one square mile, but it contains almost all important English banks and
offices.

2. Founded by the Romans in the 1% century the town experienced tremendous
growth in trade and population during late 16™ and early 17" centuries. There are
many places of interest in London. One of them is Trafalgar Square with Nelson's
monument145 feet high. Named to commemorate Admiral Lord Nelson's great naval
victory over the French in 1805, Trafalgar Square is a traditional rendezvous for
pigeons and political rallies. Four bronze lions sleeping at the feet of the column,
decorate the monument from which Nelson gazes towards the Houses of Parliament
in the distance. The Houses of Parliament, built in 1840 on the site of a for royal
palace, are steeped in pomp and tradition, ceremony and splendor. Tour is mandretail
trade are among the major sectors of the city's economy. And, because London is the
nation's capital, government services are also an important sector.

3. The City of Westminster, stretching along the River Thames, is one of the
country's wealthiest boroughs and is famed for its commitment to historic renovation.
It includes Westminster Abbey and Westminster Cathedral, BuckinghamPalace, the
principal government offices, important shopping districts, New Scotland Yard,
luxury hotels, the Tate Gallery, and the National Gallery. Westminster Abbey is one
of the most beautiful buildings in London. It contains the memorials of many famous
citizens of Britain.
