Nearly 265 million people live in the USA and speak English. Although approximately one out of
eight people in the US speaks a language other than English at home, there are more native speakers of
English there than in any other country.

American English is very flexible and has absorbed many words from the languages of immigrants.
Words like liaison and rendezvous (from French), and rodeo and tornado (from Spanish) came into the
language because France and Spain once controlled parts of North America. Dutch and German settlers
gave words such as waffle and cookies, and hamburger and noodles to American English.

The first English speakers to arrive met Native Americans who spoke many different languages. To
trade with them, the Europeans learned words from the local languages, and some of these words became
part of American English. Native Americans also worked as guides, leading the European traders and
trappers around the country. The Europeans learned the Native American names for the places they were
passing through. Over half the states now have Native American names.

THE SUPREME COURT

The Supreme Court consists of nine Justices: the Chief Justice of the United States and eight
Associate Justices. They have equal weight when voting on a case and the Chief Justice has no casting
vote or power to instruct colleagues.

The Justices are nominated by the President and confirmed with the 'advice and consent' of the
Senate. As federal judges, the Justices serve during "good behavior", meaning essentially that they serve
for life and can be removed only by resignation or by impeachment and subsequent conviction.

The Supreme Court is the highest court in the United States. The court deals with matters pertaining
to the federal government, disputes between states, and interpretation of the Constitution. It can declare
legislation or executive action made at any level of the government as unconstitutional, nullifying the law
and creating precedent for future law and decisions.

The Supreme Court in practice has a much more 'political' role than the highest courts of European
democracies. For example, the scope of abortion in the USA is effectively set by the Supreme Court
whereas, in other countries, it would be set by legislation. This is why the appointment of Justices is often
a very charged and controversial matter.

Given how difficult it is to change the US Constitution through the formal method, one has seen
informal changes to the Constitution through various decisions of the Supreme Court which have given
specific meanings to some of the general phases in the Constitution.

It is one of the many ironies of the American political system that an unelected and unaccountable
body like the Supreme Court can in practice exercise so much political power in a system which
proclaims itself as so democractic.

Below the Supreme Court, there is a system of Courts of Appeal, and, below these courts, there are
District Courts. Together, these three levels of courts represent the federal judicial system.

A special feature of the American political system in respect of the judiciary is that, although
federal judges are appointed, nationwide 87% of all state court judges are elected and 39 states elect at
least some of their judges. Outside of the United States, there are only two nations that have judicial
elections and then only in limited fashion. Smaller Swiss cantons elect judges and appointed justices on
the Japanese Supreme Court must sometimes face retention elections (although those elections are a
formality).

WHAT ARE SOME SOCIAL PROBLEMS?

Social problems, also called social issues, affect every society, great and small. Even in relatively
isolated, sparsely populated areas, a group will encounter social problems. Part of this is due to the fact
that any members of a society living close enough together will have conflicts. It’s virtually impossible to
avoid them, and even people who live together in the same house don’t always get along seamlessly. On
the whole though, when social problems are mentioned they tend to refer to the problems that affect
people living together in a society.

The list of social problems is huge and not identical from area to area. In the US, some predominant
social issues include the growing divide between rich and poor, domestic violence, unemployment,
pollution, urban decay, racism and sexism, and many others. Sometimes social issues arise when people
hold very different opinions about how to handle certain situations like unplanned pregnancy. While some
people might view abortion as the solution to this problem, other members of the society remain strongly
opposed to its use. In itself, strong disagreements on how to solve problems create divides in social
groups.
